Energy Efl ciency means to “output the same level of goods and services with a smaller amount of
energy input . In other words, the same service, but using less energy for it.

Energy Ef! cient appliances use less energy than inef! cient ones, while performing to the same
standards. Eflcient appliances cost less to run, so they save you money every time you use them.

Energy Ef! cient technologies like compact " uorescent lights and solar water heaters can reduce
average household energy expenditure by as much as 80%. Collectively, Namibian households can save
over N$ 150 million every year on their electricity bills.

Energy eflcient appliances are also environmentally friendly. They use less electricity, so they are
responsible for fewer greenhouse gas emissions at the electricity power station. Greenhouse gases

such as carbon dioxide (CO ,) are changing the earth#s climate, causing temperatures to increase and
sea levels to rise.
