1. Interested entities are invited to submit pre-concepts for climate change adaptation projects to be considered for funding by the Adaptation Fund (AF). The DRFN intends to select one innovative and feasible project from the submitted pre-concepts, to be developed by the proponent into a full project concept for submission to the AF in August 2019. 
2. Should the project concept be approved by the AF, the proponent is expected to develop a full project proposal for submission to the AF in early 2020. First funding for execution of a successful project proposal can be expected in the second half of 2020. 
3. The AF finances climate adaptation projects in the 9 sectors as set out in 
https://www.adaptation-fund.org/projects-programmes/project-sectors/.
4. The maximum amount available for execution of the project is approximately US$ 4.6 million. A minimum of 90.5% of this amount must be used for execution of project activities (“Project activities cost”), while a maximum of 9.5% may be requested for management of project activities by the project Executing Entity (“Project execution cost”).
5. In compiling a project budget for the pre-concept, an assumed N$:US$ exchange rate of 14:1 should be used for standardization purposes.

7. The deadline for submission is 12h00 on Friday 31 January 2019.

8. This page and all existing text in italics on the pre-concept template should be deleted, and the submitted pre-concept should not constitute more than 8 pages.
